Context: 

The government of India has launched important initiatives to encourage urban regeneration, especially in large and medium-scale cities. Also, building developers are actively involved in developing modern townships and housing colonies to satisfy the needs of the rising middle-class population. The present context seems favorable to promote the concept of energy efficient housing with high environmental quality as a component of urban renewal schemes. While limited actions have been initiated in this direction, there is a greater challenge to mainstream them. While efforts are on to develop building codes, laws and regulations, parallel activities could be undertaken to assist the active stakeholders to adopt sustainable construction practices.

Project purpose:

A&D has been granted a contract by a French agency to identify areas of cooperation and explore the scope of putting into greater value the recent French efforts in sustainable urban planning and promoting housing with high environmental quality (HQE).

Main tasks of the project:

1. Collate a list of active players in promoting sustainable built environment in India (urban authorities, architects, designers, engineers, builders and developers, sector-specific financial institutions, manufacturers and suppliers of energy efficient and low-energy building materials, equipment and technologies, building energy and environment specialists, professional bodies, associations, NGOs, etc.)

2. Network with the interested stakeholders to undertake a SWOT (Strength, Weakness, Opportunities, Threats) analysis regarding the present environment for mainstreaming the limited efforts in the domain

3. Identify niche areas for transfer of know-how, techniques and technologies related to energy efficient buildings, between France and India

4. Establish contacts and organize a special event with potential players in the construction sector who would be willing to cooperate on energy efficient/high environmental quality pilot projects.

For this project A&D has set up a partnership with a premium pioneer company, Bio Conserve India Limited, based in Bangalore, and developing green housing projects. 

The team manager is based in Paris and will supervise the work as well as provide strategical expertise.

The field project team will consist of an Indo-French binome based on cross discipline in order to better address the scope of the Project.

The team will be placed at BCIL office in Bangalore and will be monitored on a daily basis by the BCIL scientific expert in charge.
