LUDOVIC JONARD, Architecture & Développement, Paris

Profile:

Ludovic Jonard is an architect graduated from Ecole d’Architecture de Paris La Villette. In 1996 became a humanitarian volunteer for a French NGO (Action Against Hunger) and became responsible of the reconstruction programmes in Georgia for the Abkhasian Internally Displaced People and in Bosnia, working on village reconstruction programmes on the Inter Entity Border Line between Bosnia Herzegovina and Republika Serpksa. He took part in the evaluation of a resettlement programme in South Sudan and Uganda where the refugees were relocated on a more sustainable basis. This experience led him to found Architecture & Development, a dedicated NGO addressing architectural and urban problem for developing countries. He is now the executive manager of the organisation. His pedagogic works are focused on teaching in a design studio in the School of Architecture of Paris La Villette. He also gives lectures in a Masters on “Cities and Heritage in the Middle East” at School of Architecture of Paris Belleville. He is currently working on the design of pedagogic materials to be disseminated among the development actors at a local level (NGO’s, built environment professionals, local stakeholders) in order to improve awareness on sustainable habitat issues in developing countries. Another of his concerns is to advocate the social role of architects and architecture in the construction of a sustainable built environment through participation into the World Social Forum process.

RICCARDO CECATIELLO, Politecnico De Milano, Italy

Abstract of talk:

Cooperation among Regional Sectors in SBE in Europe
The treaty of the European Union defines sustainable development as a constitutional target of the EU. In particular the articles 2 and 6 of the EU treaty require the integration of environmental, economic and social policies in order to promote sustainable development. In Article 6 of the Amsterdam Treaty, environmental protection is not understood as a sectorial policy, but rather a maxim involving all sectors. This does not render independent environmental ministries superfluous, but rather requires the creation of interfaces in other sectors. Regional sustainable development demands closing regional material cycles, the use of renewable energies and ways of sustainable regional and city planning under recognition of social and economic factors within the region. The “Environmental Mediation” in Europe is frequently overrated and misinterpreted. The Use of mediation and mediation-like processes initiate a debate within society and may increase the acceptance of strategies for a sustainable development. The effort is to contribute to a better understanding of the symbolic aspects of ecological-economic change. Bringing together post-normal aspects of ecological economics (high stakes, uncertain scientific inputs, role peer communities, problem orientation), environmental accounting (such as material flow analysis) and discourse analysis and constructivist approaches offers a chance to explicitly take into account the complex relationship between science and policy. Regional sustainable development demands closing regional material cycles, the use of renewable energies and ways of sustainable regional and city planning under recognition of social and economic factors within the region. Regions are located in the conflict area between local and regional interests and global developments. Through their characteristics regions offer specific strengths and constraints for the implementation of sustainable development different than at national or global level. Regions have also the potential to directly influence their development and to show interesting examples in the implementation of sustainable development, which on the international level are subject of long lasting negotiation processes. Furthermore processes in regions are easier to analyse as the number of actors is often smaller and effects of actions may be more directly visible than it is the case in national or international developments. These existing potentials of regions shall be used for the implementation of sustainability.
Profile:

Riccardo Cecatiello has a Ph.D. Degree from the Polytechnic University of Milan and is currently the Connoisseur on local development, Faculty of Architecture at the Polytechnic of Milan. His expertise is in Planning Theory, Urban planning and energy management. He is a specialist in landscape and environmental project assessment and has worked on the environmental impact assessment of many projects, plans, programmes, policies, and products. He does this using environmental management systems (EMAS), analysis and control of environmental natural phenomena, project and design of Geographical Information Systems. He is a consultant for public and private company for management and communication of urban policy, developing cyber democracy, place marketing, e-government, citizen relationship, through public

hearings, citizen advisory committees, comprehensive local programs, voluntary sitting, mediation, public deliberation forums and general public participation. His research interest focus on knowledge integration and the social dynamics of the design review process in small towns.

Abstract of talk:

SBE in Belgium: an overview

The speech will give an overview on the application of sustainable built environment concepts in the specific case of Belgium, focusing on the two main fields of application of SBE, i.e. urban planning and building principles. The key role of decisions and recommendations taken at the European and world levels, after Rio and Kyoto, will be underlined as they had a great influence on the direction taken by Belgian politics in that matter, fostering a change in policy-making towards more integration and cooperation. This change was acknowledged in Belgium, a state characterized by political and administrative fragmentation, by the constitution of a national commission on sustainability.

Abstract of talk:

Examples of SBE trainings and curriculum in EU
The aim of this paper is to focalise the attention on postgraduate education, professional experience on SBE and on opportunities in cooperation projects between Europe and India. While during graduation studies in architecture and engineering students have the first knowledge on sustainable development subjects related to built environment, in the post graduation courses they can study them in depth (PhD, masters, courses, etc.).
